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Oak Park Funding Crisis

As we go to press we hear the disturbing news that the funds
required to pay the ongoing costs of the Oak Park Hospital may
not be available. Oak Park is being funded through a ‘NHS Local
Improvement Finance Trust’ (LIFT) project, using private funding
to build NHS facilities. It seems that due to the current financial
crisis, money available to the PCT is being cut over the next few
years and may be insufficient to make the necessary payments
to LIFT.

A recent directive from Central Government stipulates that all NHS
LIFT projects that have not gone beyond the point of no return are
subject to review and may be postponed, greatly curtailed or even
cancelled altogether. The review of Oak Park will happen in July so we

What Price a Green Borough?

Of course it’s legal, Havant Borough Council wouldn’t do it if it
wasn’t, but is it wise, or safe? And does it look better?

What justification is there for spraying verges and around
trees and bollards with herbicides? Environmental or ecological
grounds do not support it but the Council continues to have
contractors spray the edges of roads, car parks, shrubberies and
even in Horndean Road Recreation Ground. Last year, spraying
took place around the freshly planted Memorial Garden
resulting in a wide band of dead, brown grass which looked far
worse than before. While the year before, they succeeded in
killing off many of the newly seeded poppies. Tell-tale brown
areas appeared around the memorial waymarker at the junction
of Horndean Road and Southleigh Road, a reminder of the
battlefields it is commemorating. In the council car park in
Bridge Road - a mini nature reserve - a concerned resident has
been keeping a list of the wildflowers and grasses that flourish
there (over sixty and still counting) including one rare plant for
the area - narrow-leaved water-plantain (Alisma lanceolata).
Spraying has also taken place close to the Westbrook Stream
which runs into the town millpond. Allotment holders have free
rein to use whatever chemicals they wish on council-owned land.
All these toxic substances threaten not only plants, but insects,
birds and wildlife.

The Core Strategy Document, which sets out how Havant
Borough will develop and change until 2026, includes ‘“‘protecting
the natural environment” and there are rumours that the Council
is attempting to become ‘green’. But they do not have a policy
that would support this. Money and effort is spent in planting up
roundabouts and some verges with bulbs and bedding plants,
while other places are sprayed. It is not enough to defend this by
saying that “spraying is carried out by people trained or directly
supervised by someone holding a pesticide application certificate.”

Grants totalling £8million are available across
the Partnership for Urban South Hampshire
(PUSH) area, which includes Emsworth, to make homes safer,
warmer and more accessible.

Under the initiative, residents may be able to apply for a Home
Improvement Loan, which can be used to pay for essential repairs and
improvements to a home or make a home more environment friendly,
for example, by fitting renewable energy, like solar panels.

Accessible Home Loans can either be used alongside a Disabled
Facilities Grant (also available from Havant Borough Council) or on its
own to pay to adapt a home to meet the needs of a disabled person.

Both the Home Improvement and Accessible Home Loans are interest
free, secured on the property and only repaid when the property is passed
on or sold.

will not know any more details until then.

If Oak Park is cancelled, we in Emsworth will have to continue
indefinitely using Havant War Memorial Hospital for GP beds. There
will be no beds in the community for elderly people’s mental health
issues and the plans for the old Victoria Cottage Hospital site will be
thrown into disarray.

Meanwhile, Tony Lowes and myself will maintain contact with
senior NHS staff on the PCT at public meetings where we are able to
present points about both Oak Park Hospital and the future of the old
Emsworth Hospital site. We are keeping in touch in the hope that we
may influence events later.

Contractors are not trained to recognise the value of our wild
plants nor, apparently, the grass around roadside trees.

What are the alternatives? Council employees and managers
could acknowledge that a weed is only a plant growing in the
wrong place, that some of our most valuable and rare plants
flourish in the least convenient
places and that this is not a
justification for their destruction.
The edges of the footpath under
the motorway leading into
Horndean Road Recreation
Ground have been recently
strimmed. Perhaps the Council
could abandon the chemical
solution and extend this method,

a much gentler way of dealing
with unwanted greenery, despite
its use of fossil fuel. Perhaps
allotment holders could think
about how weedkillers can
infiltrate the produce they grow.
Perhaps residents who have

trees growing outside their homes
could weed around the trees, or
plant bulbs as some residents in
Selangor Avenue have done. No easy solution, but poisoning the
earth with council taxpayers money is not an answer.
