Such were the comments made about the tremendous
achievements of the Langstone Cutters in this year’s Great River Race, which took place on the
Thames on Saturday 16 September.

Five Langstone Cutters Club crews competed among the 273 traditional fixed seat rowing
boats in the international handicap race from Ham Palace to Greenwich, a distance of about 22
miles. They won three major trophies in the seven categories entered and were second in two
others continuing the winning tradition that has been built up over the eight years that the Club
has been in existence. 

Of the two Salter Skiffs, 15 Seconds regained the Roaring Forties (veterans) Trophy and the
Thames Skiff Trophy, while Holly came second in the Ladies overall championship. One of the
Club’s two Claytons, Gladys, retained the over 60’s (super vets) Trophy as well as coming second
in the Clayton class (see photo), completing the course in 3 hours and 15 minutes. The Club’s
second Clayton, Mabel, finished in 3 hours 30 minutes with this being their first race for three of
her crew. The Teifi Skiff Lottie,
crewed by younger members of the
Club, also put in a remarkable
performance. While the supporters
had a marvellous day following
the course on a pleasure cruiser,
cheering vociferously every time
they passed a Club crew. 

In 2005, the Cutters raised
over £1,500 for the local Tsunami
charity, Khao Lak Community Appeal, through sponsorship of those participating in the River
Race.  The 2006 sponsorship is for the Rowans Hospice and a presentation of the proceeds is
planned for the launch day in March 2007.

Last May, the Club was delighted to host a fascinating talk in Emsworth by solo Atlantic
rower Roz Savage.
